Evenings Programme 

¶ Upon arrival and registration, guests met and greeted each other with snacks, red wine and 

other refreshments available throughout the event. 

¶ After an introduction from Mr. Stephen Constant, BNCC Chairman. The workshop explored 

the nature of entrepreneurial experience in Norway through a series of rotated discussion 

groups, which considered the following questions: 

- Where is entrepreneurship present? What is special about the climate there? 

- Where is entrepreneurship absent? Where and what are the blocks? 

- Which stakeholders are key to changing the entrepreneurial game? How can you 
influence them? 

- What can YOU practically do now, to make a difference? 

¶ ñIn exploring these questions, participants concluded that the key to raising entrepreneurial 

flair in their business environment lies around creating a climate of organisational 

encouragement with a shared understanding of risk-taking. Participants felt that 

organisations could promote entrepreneurial thinking and behaviour through learning and 

development strategies. The clear conclusion emerged that entrepreneurship is not the 

preserve of a single gifted individual driving the organisationôs vision, but a shard approach 

to understanding consumersô needs and market forces.ò (Richard Kemp) 

¶ After the workshop finished, BNCC members continued discussing the thought-provoking 

results of the topic while socialising and networking at the Børsparken Hotel until 22:00 !!
